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CONGRATULATIONS!  You’re on your way to hosting what will certainly become one of the 
hottest game shows on the college circuit today.   
 
The success of your event will largely depend on promoting the event and getting students to 
attend.  We’re going to help you out as much as possible, but much of the pre-show work will 
need to be done by your volunteers & committee members.  We’ve tried to cover everything in 
this letter – so please read it before starting on your survey collections! 
 
Getting the Surveys done is KEY to the success of your event & getting the surveys completed is 
the PERFECT WAY TO PROMOTE THE SHOW!  There are two basic ways to get the surveys 
done: 

1. Paper Surveys (highly preferred & most reliable)– the trusty, and old-fashioned getting 
surveys filled out by people is the easiest, and probably the most reliable way to get 
surveys completed.  Simply have 5 students ask 20 people each (a total of 100 people) a 
series of questions, and then send us those results.  It’s best to have only a few people do 
this, and then give the results to an impartial third party (someone who won’t want to 
play the game) for tabulation and submission to our office at least 7-10 days prior to your 
show.  Remember – this is a great way to promote the show too, so leave everyone who 
helps with the survey one of the half-sheet fliers that our office is providing for you. 

2. On-line surveys – IF, and only if, you have a list of e-mail addresses of your students 
that come to your events, or a campus wide list, we can set up a custom survey on our 
website, www.GameShowsToGo.com, for students to fill out the surveys on line.  The 
advantage to this is that no one, except the people at our office, will know the results of 
the surveys until the night of the show, the disadvantage is that you may have fewer than 
100 respondents.  Normally this is used only for corporate clients.  We suggest using this 
only if your e-mail list is 500 names or more.  We’ll put the URL to go to for the survey 
on all of the fliers and promo, but you’ll still need to make sure that your board, and all of 
their friends, go to the site to fill out the forms.  We should note that Paper Surveys will 
be the easiest way for you to be certain that the surveys will get filled out! 

3. Standard College Game – if, for some reason you cannot, or do not want to, get the 
surveys done specifically for your campus (remember that for orientation your 
incoming students probably won’t know your campus and its traditions), we can run a 
game that is more generically college oriented with general questions that apply to 
colleges (ie. Name a movie that takes place on a college campus). 

 
Remember – that YOU CAN ADD YOUR OWN SURVEY QUESTIONS.  This show is about 
YOUR CAMPUS and we encourage you to add questions to the surveys that we’re providing and 
to delete questions that are not appropriate to your campus.  12 surveys will actually be used in 
the game and we’ll choose those based on the ones with less than 8 answers and that seem most 
entertaining.  If you add your own questions and want to be sure that survey is included, please let 
us know.  Additional questions are included to give us several to choose from.

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NOTES FOR GETTING PAPER SURVEYS FILLED OUT. 

 
Thanks for volunteering to make your “Survey Says” game show a huge success.  Your 
job in getting surveys filled out is two-fold.  First, to get the surveys so the game can be 
customized to your campus.  Second, to promote the show and let people know about it, 
so be sure to have a handful of fliers to hand out to those who take the time to answer 
your questions. 
 
TIPS & SUGGESTIONS: 
 

·  Don’t try to get one person to answer all 24 questions, if they look like they’ve 
had enough, thank them and let them move on.  Of course, if they want to answer 
them all then let them. 

·  Start with your programming board/campus activities board and make sure they 
all answer the survey.  This will give you a quick start. 

·  Take surveys with you to classes and survey the people around you before class. 
·  Plan to spend about an hour, perhaps two hours conducting the survey if you are 

going to have them filled out in the cafeteria or student union. 
·  Have fun asking the questions, and reward participants with “priority seats” at the 

event, a piece of candy, and at the very least, a big thank you. 
·  Ask the participants to answer with the first answer that comes to mind.  We want 

a few weird and wacky answers to keep it interesting, we don’t want them to 
search for the perfect answer, just the first one that comes to mind. 

·  Use tally marks for repeat answers.  Don’t bother rewriting the same answer 
repeatedly (that’s why there are only 14 lines available, and most won’t use but 5 
or 6 at the most) 

·  Get the surveys completed as soon as possible and the results tabulated and 
returned to “Game Shows To GoÔ ” as soon as possible and no later than 7-10 
days prior to your event.  Turning in surveys later than that could keep your 
custom surveys from being entered properly into our computers. 

·  Get the surveys tabulated by someone who is NOT interested in playing the game.  
We like to keep the game as fair as possible to all contestants.  

·  Use teams to do the surveys and split the lists so that one person isn’t doing all of 
the surveys by themselves – especially if this person wants to be a contestant – the 
last thing any of us want is students complaining that a game is fixed. 

·  Have fun.  This is the most important thing – after all it’s a game!  The volunteers 
to get the surveys filled out will have a unique opportunity to meet and interact in 
a fun way with 100 or more students.

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Tabulation & Submission of Surveys to Game Shows To Go 
 

Once the surveys have been taken it’s time to tabulate the results and send them to the 
staff at Game Shows To Go. 
 
Step 1: Make a clean master copy of the survey questions 
Step 2: Transfer the answers from each of your 5 (or however many you have) surveyors 
questionnaires to the master sheet.  Remember to transfer the tally marks too!  Use tally 
marks as similar answers are transferred from new sheets. 
Step 3: Once the answers are all transferred then write the total number that each 
response got next to it in BOLD Marker. 

Step 4: Enter all of the information into an e-mail and send it to: cj@cjjohnson.com or 
FAX it to: ������������� and we’ll take care of entering the information into the game 
software for use during your game.  A sample of how the e-mail should be formatted 
is below:

Highest answer first and working down to lowest.  Total should be 100 or close to it! 

 
If more than 100 answers are received – that’s OK – simply divide them to get averages 
so that the total used in the game is 100.  The same goes if you can’t get a full 100 
surveys filled out.  PLEASE – send them back averaged AND in order to avoid any 
confusion in the data entry process into our software.  Any answer with less than 2 will 
NOT be included in the game, so occasionally a category will appear that a perfect score 
may be less than 100 points.
